Graduation Calendar Is Announced By Principal

Carver of Tuskegee Institute will deliver his world famous address: “Great Creator, What is a Peanut and Why Did You Make it?”  The baccalaureate excercises will be at the Princess Theatre through the kindness of Manger G.P. Banniza.  “Our people are asked to used the three doors on the right, the seats in the center tier, right tier and both balconies, while our white friends will use the left door, the left tier, and if necessary the last seven rows in the center tier.  Admission will be free but we are asking our friends to bring us a liberal offering for the collection that will be taken to help us in our financial program for the year,” Principal Houston said.
