1. Your class will be registered for the Young Audience Series by your principal in September.  The School will complete one registration form (K-5 grades) for the entire school.  Teachers do not send in a form.

2. No payment is required at the time of registration.  A confirmation of the performance dates and times will be sent upon receipt of the registration form.

3. An invoice based upon the confirmed reservations will be mailed to the principal approximately three weeks prior to the performance.  Any adjustments to the number of students and teachers attending can be made at that time. FULL PAYMENT MUST BE RECEIVED AT LEAST ONE WEEK PRIOR TO THE DATE OF THE PERFORMANCE.  Only one check should be mailed from each school.

4. All sales are final. There will be no refunds.

5. The student fee for all performances is $7.00 and teachers receive a complimentary seat. A limited number of seats are subsidized for disadvantaged students. We ask that you request subsidized seats only if PTA or other school funds are not available. To be equitable to all schools, we cannot provide subsidized seats to more than 10% of each school’s students.

6. Seating will be assigned in blocks for each school. The theatre staff or a volunteer will usher students to their assigned seats upon arrival at the auditorium. You will not receive tickets or seating assignments in advance.

7. Grade levels are specified for each performance.

8. The Princess Theatre welcomes persons with disabilities. Please complete the accessibility section on the registration form to request a specific seating arrangement.

9. Study Guides specially designed to prepare students for performances will be distributed to schools through the principal’s office prior to the performances. The study guides for each event will also be available online at www.princesstheatre.org.

10. Each school is responsible for arranging their own transportation to the Theatre.
